New Security System

We take seriously the responsibility of providing a safe environment for 
our PCA children. Nothing must take precedence over student safety.

At school opening day, and at Parent Information Night, we gave a brief 
introduction of our new security system which has been implemented on 
November 4. All entrance doors to the school facility are to remain locked 
24/7. Access to the building is restricted to PCA patrons only and is limited 
to specific hours of the school day. For more information on the functioning 
of security access you are asked to refer to the security system policy 
document that accompanied the security system registration forms which 
were sent to each family.

Please remember that once the security system is implemented all visitors 
to the school must gain access through the camera/buzz-in system at 
Entrance #1 and Entrance #6 (ELC).

Moving Ahead with Technology
Senior School

Our school is continuing to keep in step with the digital age. In our Senior 
School, students’ learning is now assisted by the use of their personal tablets. 
A wireless system is accessible for the exclusive use of students. While 
capitalizing on the learning value of internet access, the Senior School staff are 
also very aware of the importance of establishing boundaries. With this in mind 
they, under the leadership of Vice-principal, Mrs. Paas, have developed a 
technology usage contract. The contract, called “Peoples Christian Academy 
Computer and Network, User Contract: Guidelines for the Acceptable Use of 
PCA Computer Labs and Network” holds the student accountable with regard 
to such issues as personal safety rules, unacceptable sites and materials, and 
prohibited uses and activities. 

Students and their parents are required to sign the following statement:
I hereby acknowledge that I have read the Peoples Christian Academy 
Computer and Network User Contract and agree to abide by all the rules and 
regulations stated. 

An important outcome of this initiative is the importance of making useful and 
responsible use of the internet as a valuable learning resource.

Junior School

For our Junior School we are pleased to re-introduce computer classes, starting 
immediately. Our computer lab will be set up one day within each six-day cycle 
and hands-on computer learning will be offered to students in Grades 1 to 5.
